Based ¢ime belief that higher educaton should not be a privilege

reserved only for thosewho can afford it, and that educatinal opportuniti esshould not be limited

bythefii AT AEAT OAOI OOAAO 1T £ OEA OOOAAT GhekattihatotelA OOOA AR
resources available for fnancial assistance to students at The Universityf Alabama in Huntsville

are limited, these principles for the Financial Aid Program have been adopted:

1.

The primary purpose of the Financal Aid Program is to provide fhancial assistance to
students who, without such aidwould be unable to atend TheUniversity of Alabama in
Huntsville.

Financial assistance consists of scholarships, grants, loans, and employment, which may be
offered to students invarious combinations or on a separate basis.

The family of a student isexpected to make a maximum edirt to assist the student with
college expenses. Financiassistance from the University is viewed oly as supplementary
to the efforts of the student and the family.

In selecting students to receivdinancial assistance, the University shall place primary
emphasis upon need, charactefuture promise, and academic achievement.

A student who seeks fiancial aid shall provide a reasonable part of the total amount
required to meet college costs.

The total amount of financial assistance aéfed a student by theUniversity shall not exceed
the financial need. Allother statements of purpose and policy mabe found in the UAH
publication: Sudent Financial Aid: Applicatbn Basicsavailable inthe Office of Student
Financial Services.

All students who apply for fnancial aid at The University of Alabama in Huntsville must meet
certain eligibility requirements. These requirements are that a student must:

abrwbde

be enrolled or accepted for enroliment in aegular degree seeking or certitate program
have U.S. ciienship a permanent residence, or be an eligible nosctitizen

maintain satisfactory academic progress

be enrolled at least haltime (with certain exceptions)

not be in default on a student loan or owe a repayment of a grant at The University of
Alabama in Huntsvile or other instituti on

register with the Selective Service, if required.
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UAH offrs a variety of fhancial aid from the following types of programs:

1. Federal Grants Pell Grant, Supplemental Educabin Opportunity Grant, and State Grant.
Fundsawarded to a studentfrom these programs need not be repaid.

2. Federal Loans Federal Staford Loan and Plus Loans. Loan funds awarded to a student
or parent from these programsmust be repaid.

3.  ScholarshipgAcademic and CeCurricular) z Instituti onal schohrships and endowed
scholarships are awarded testudents on the basis of academic merit or fiancial need
or both. Students should apply by the published deadlines for the following academic
year. Each scholarship will have diféring qualifications.

4.  Scholaships(Athletic) - Instituti onal scholarships for varying amounts are availde for
men and women. Interestedstudents should cantact the Athletic Department for
additional informati on.

5. Work Programs- Jobs are available to students on a patime basis.As a rule, students
work from 10 to 20 hours perweek under the Federal College WorStudy Program.

Students interested in any of the aboverpgrams should contact the Offie of Student Financial
Services (UC 212) o€harger Central (UC 18) for more detailed information. Additional
informati on is available in written form for interested students.

Appointments can be scheduled wittOSFS personnel for personalrfancial counseling sessions.
Financial aid is also available to graduate students at The Unigéty of Alabama in Huntsville.
